H1N1 ACTION PLAN   

As you have probably seen on the news or read in the newspapers lately, the H1N1 flu is spreading throughout the area.  It’s just a matter of time before it arrives here at St. Paul.  For that reason, if your child is sent home with a fever, they will not be allowed to return to school until they are fever-free for 24 hours.  Fever reducing medication will not be allowed as a means for returning to school. This is not a new St. Paul policy.  This policy has been in our Handbook all along.  It’s going to be more important than ever to strictly adhere to this policy.  This means that you need to develop a back-up plan in case your child develops a fever and they are sent home.  Plan ahead for childcare.  In the coming days, teachers will be educating students on proper hand washing and the safest way to handle sneezes and coughs (into their elbows).  Older students will be allowed to carry and use hand sanitizers, at the parent’s discretion.  Please help us keep our students and staff safe and well.
