As a means of encouragement, someone recently gave me a daily devotional book that has inspired and comforted me.  I would like to share one of these devotions with you because I think the message can apply to all of us. 


 “Do not let any set of circumstances intimidate you.  The more challenging your day, the more of My Power I place at your disposal.  You seem to think that I empower you equally each day, but this is not so.  Your tendency upon awakening is to assess the difficulties ahead of you, measuring them against your average strength.  This is an exercise in unreality.


“I know what each of your days will contain, and I empower you accordingly.  The degree to which I strengthen you on a given day is based mainly of two variables: the difficulty of your circumstances, and your willingness to depend on Me for help.  Try to view challenging days as opportunities to receive more of My Power than usual.  Look to Me for all that you need, and watch to see what I will do.  As your day, so shall your strength be.” (Jesus Calling, by Sarah Young)

H1N1 ACTION PLAN   

As we notified you last week, the H1N1 flu has arrived here at St. Paul.  There are “confirmed” cases in Preschool, 4th, 5th, 6th, & 8th Grade.  Because we are concerned for the well-being of all our students, we are requesting you to call in any time your child will be absent even if it isn’t for the flu.  If you do not call in, we will contact you to check on the reason for the absence. If you need to call before someone is in the office, please leave a message on Mrs. White’s voicemail so she can notify teachers of the reason for the absence.  We know that some of you are emailing teachers directly, which is fine, but the office needs to be informed as well. Your assistance with this would be greatly appreciated. Thank you
Please remember that if your child is sent home with a fever, they will not be allowed to return to school until they are fever-free for 24 hours.  Fever reducing medication will not be allowed as a means for returning to school. This is not a new St. Paul policy.  This policy has been in our Handbook all along.  It’s going to be more important than ever to strictly adhere to this policy.  This means that you need to develop a back-up plan in case your child develops a fever and they are sent home.  Plan ahead for childcare.  Teachers have been educating students on proper hand washing and the safest way to handle sneezes and coughs (into their elbows). Non-alcoholic hand sanitizer is available in all the classrooms. Older students will be allowed to carry and use hand sanitizers, at their parent’s discretion. Alumna Stephanie Simpson, a Senior at Luther North, finished 20th in the IHSA State CC meet to earn All-State Honors. Another in the long line of Luther North Wildcat All-State Runners staked her claim at Detweiller Park in Peoria.  On a gorgeous day (maybe a bit hot to run) - and surely the nicest day we've had in a month, Stephanie ran a great race to finish 20th in the Class A girls race.  She got out good, and was in the front pack at the 800m mark (2:45) and was in the top 10 at the mile (5:50), even though she was starting to struggle from the quick early pace.  At the 2 mile mark, she was in about 30th, and even at the 2.5 mile mark, she was still in 28th.  But she made a hard charge that last 800m, and especially up the final incline, passing a number or runners.   This is Stephanie's first All-State CC award, after taking home a 4th place medal last spring in track.
